Q Personal Essay

Qa copy of the scoring report from most recent SAT and/or ACT tests, OR copy of college placement
examination scores with explanation of scoring. Make sure all social security numbers are crossed out and not
legible.

Qa copy of the complete Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) Report showing expected family
contribution (EFC). (If there are special financial circumstances not covered by the FAFSA report, you may
include an explanation on a separate 8% x 10” sheet of plain paper.) Make sure all social security numbers are
crossed out and not legible.

Please note: You do NOT have to have your family’s 2009 taxes filed to do a preliminary FAFSA report!

L Two recent (written within the last three months) letters of recommendation (one must be from a
teacher/counselor at your current school) as described on page 1 under “General Information” of the
Application Instructions and Frequently Asked Questions.

Q Letter of acceptance from the educational institution you plan to attend (if available by the deadline;
otherwise, forward as soon as available. No award will be given without confirmation of acceptance.

L institution financial aid award letter from your post-secondary institution (if available by the deadline;
otherwise, forward as soon as available. If you are selected as the recipient of this award and later receive
financial aid that substantially changes your financial picture, your scholarship award may be rescinded and
awarded to another applicant.
